An Innovative Oil-Based Ointment Formulation for the External Application in the Treatment  of Piles/Hemorrhoids 
Patent Abstract-
        The present invention relates to a novel herbal formulation for the prevention and treatment of hemorrhoids (piles), comprising a synergistic combination of white catechu (Acacia catechu extract) and cow dung ash (Gomaya Bhasma). White catechu provides potent astringent, hemostatic, and anti-inflammatory effects, while cow dung ash contributes alkaline, antiseptic, and wound healing properties. The formulation acts to reduce swelling, bleeding, and pain associated with hemorrhoids, while simultaneously preventing infection and promoting healing. The composition can be prepared in various pharmaceutical forms including ointment, suppository, oral powder, or paste, using pharmaceutically acceptable carriers. The invention offers a safe, economical, and natural alternative to conventional hemorrhoid treatments, with no significant adverse effects. This unique combination has not been disclosed in prior art, thereby ensuring novelty, inventive step, and industrial applicability.
Field of the Invention-
                   The present invention relates to the field of herbal and pharmaceutical compositions, more particularly to a “novel formulation comprising white catechu (Acacia catechu extract or powder) and cow dung ash (Gomaya Bhasma)”, useful in the “treatment and prevention of hemorrhoids (piles)”.



Background of the Invention-
              Hemorrhoids, also known as piles, are common anorectal disorders characterized by swollen and inflamed veins in theRectum and Anus, leading to symptoms such as “pain, bleeding, itching, and prolapsed”. Conventional treatments include analgesics, corticosteroid ointments, sitz baths, minimally invasive procedures, and surgical interventions.
         However, these treatments are often expensive, associated with side effects, or not readily accessible to large sections of the population. Herbal therapies are gaining increasing attention as natural alternatives, but existing formulations mainly utilize Neem, Haritaki, Triphala, Aloe vera, Witch hazel, and Turmeric.
Gap in prior art: No prior art discloses the use of white catechu in combination with cow dung ash for hemorrhoid treatment. While white catechu is known for its astringent and hemostatic properties and cow dung ash is known in traditional medicine for its alkaline antiseptic and wound-healing activity, their synergistic application in hemorrhoids remains unexplored.
Objects of the Invention-
1.To provide an oil-based ointment formulstion for external application in the management of piles/hemorrhoids.
2.To utilize cow dung ash and white catechu in specific proportions to achieve therapeutic benefits.
3.To offer a safe,Natural and cost-effective treatment option without adverse side effects.
4.To prepare a formulation that ensures longer retension on the affected area due to its oil-based composition.
Summary of the Invention-
The invention discloses an oil-based ointment composition comprising
1.Cow dung ash -                       10gm
2.White catechu-                       20gm
3.Base oil-                                  q.s.to 100gm  
4.Optional Excipient(Beewax)- (5-10 gm)to achive,astringent,wound-healing ointment consistency
The formulation provides ant-inflammatory ,astringent,wound healing and effects when applied externally to hemorrhoids.
Detailed Description of the Invention- 
Ingridents and proportion for 100gm Ointment is
1.Cow dung ash-      10gm
2.White Catechu-     20gm
3.Base oil-                65gm
4.Beeswax-               5gm
Method of Preparation-
1.Weigh 10 gm of dried ,sterile cow dung ash and 20 gm of powdered white catechu.
2.Mix the powder thoroughly.
3.Heat 65 gm of sesame oil as base oil at controlled temperature(60-70oC).
4.Add the mixture of cow dung ash and white catechu into the heated oil and stir contineusly.
5.Filtre to remove course particles,relating the medicated oil extract.
6.Add 5gm of Beeswax to the hot extract to form ointment base.
7.Allow to cool and pack in sterilized ointment containers.

Example Embodiment-
An oil based ointment containing-
1.Cow dung ash-             10gm
2.White Catechu-           20gm
3.Base oil-                       65gm
4.Beeswax-                      5gm
This ointment,when applied externally 2-3 times daily on hemorrhoidal tissue,reduces swelling,pain,itching and bleeding.
Advantages of the Invention-
1.Completely natural and eco friendly.
2.Provides anti-inflammatory,astringent,antiseptic and wound-healing effects.
3.Oil-Based-longer adhesion to affected area.
4.No known systemic side effects compared to steroidal creams.
5.Simple.cost-effective and scalable manufacturing process.
6. Novel and natural formulation for hemorrhoid management.
7. Economical, easily prepared, and accessible for rural and urban populations.
8. Multipronged therapeutic effects: “anti-inflammatory, astringent, antiseptic, and wound healing”.
9. No reported significant side effects compared to synthetic drugs.
10. Can be delivered in multiple dosage forms (ointment, suppository, oral powder)
Synergistic Effect:
  1. White Catechu shrinks inflamed veins, reduces bleeding, relieves pain.
  2. Cow Dung Ash prevents secondary infection, accelerates healing, and provides alkaline support to reduce inflammation.
3.Low-Cost & Accessible: Both components are widely available and inexpensive.
4.Natural & Safe Alternative: Reduces dependency on chemical steroids and surgical interventions.
Prior Art-
*        White Catechu (Acacia catechu): Known in Ayurveda for its astringent, anti-inflammatory, and wound healing properties. Traditionally used in diarrhea, ulcers, bleeding gums, and wound care. Limited or no direct references in literature for hemorrhoid treatment.
*   Cow Dung Ash (Gomaya Bhasma)-: Traditionally used in folk medicine as an alkaline antiseptic and wound healing agent. Reported for burns, skin lesions, and infection prevention. No prior literature or patents found mentioning its specific application for hemorrhoids.
* Herbal Hemorrhoid Treatments (Prior Patents/Art)-: Various formulations exist using neem, triphala, turmeric, witch hazel, aloe vera, and arshoghna herbs. However, no documentation of the combined use of white catechu and cow dung ash specifically for hemorrhoids is available.
Gap Identified:
* No prior art discloses a formulation combining “white catechu + cow dung ash”* for piles/hemorrhoid management.
‘ I didn’t find any patents (Indian or international) that pair “cow dung ash” with “white catechu” for hemorrhoid treatment. The only close match is the “Sapindus” seed ash combination above.
The novelty lies in:
1. Unique Combination: Use of white catechu (astringent + hemostatic) with cow dung ash (alkaline antiseptic + wound healer) for synergistic treatment.
2. Unexplored Application: First reported use of this specific combination in the management of piles/hemorrhoids.
3. Formulation Approach: Can be prepared as topical ointment, suppository, or oral powder, depending on delivery mode, enhancing its applicability.
4. Inventive Step / Technical Advancement
Claim Possibilities (Indicative)
1. A novel pharmaceutical/herbal composition comprising white catechu and cow dung ash in a defined ratio for the treatment of hemorrhoids.
2. The composition of claim 1, wherein the formulation is in the form of an ointment, paste, suppository, or oral powder.
3. The composition of claim 1, wherein white catechu acts as an astringent and hemostatic agent and cow dung ash acts as an antiseptic and wound healer.
4. A method for preparing a hemorrhoid treatment formulation comprising mixing powdered white catechu with sterilized cow dung ash in pharmaceutically acceptable excipients.
5. A method of treating hemorrhoids comprising the step of administering an effective amount of the formulation of claim 1 to a patient in need thereof.
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
